FIRST READING: Exodus 19: 2 – 8a 
2 [The Israelites] journeyed from Rephidim, entered the wilderness of Sinai, 
and camped in the wilderness; Israel camped there in front of the 
mountain.3 Then Moses went up to God; the LORD called to him from the 
mountain, “Thus you shall say to the house of Jacob and tell the Israelites:  
4 ‘You have seen what I did to the Egyptians and how I bore you on eagles’ 
wings and brought you to myself. 5 Now, therefore, if you obey my voice and keep my 
covenant, you shall be my treasured possession out of all the peoples. Indeed, the whole 
earth is mine, 6 but you shall be for me a priestly kingdom and a holy nation.’ These are the 
words that you shall speak to the Israelites.” 
7 So Moses went, summoned the elders of the people, and set before them all these words 
that the LORD had commanded him. 8a The people all answered as one, “Everything that the 
LORD has spoken we will do.”

  9 As Jesus was walking along, he saw a man called Matthew sitting at the tax-collection 
station, and he said to him, “Follow me.” And he got up and followed him. 
10 And as he sat at dinner in the house, many tax collectors and sinners came and were sitting 
with Jesus and his disciples. 11 When the Pharisees saw this, they said to his disciples, “Why 
does your teacher eat with tax collectors and sinners?” 12 But when he heard this, he said, 
“Those who are well have no need of a physician, but those who are sick. 13 Go and learn what 
this means, ‘I desire mercy, not sacrifice.’ For I have not come to call the righteous but 
sinners.” 
18 While he was saying these things to them, suddenly a leader came in and knelt before him, 
saying, “My daughter has just died, but come and lay your hand on her, and she will 
live.” 19 And Jesus got up and followed him, with his disciples. 20 Then suddenly a woman who 
had been suffering from a flow of blood for twelve years came up behind him and touched the 
fringe of his cloak, 21 for she was saying to herself, “If I only touch his cloak, I will be made 
well.” 22 Jesus turned, and seeing her he said, “Take heart, daughter; your faith has made you 
well.” And the woman was made well from that moment. 23 When Jesus came to the leader’s 
house and saw the flute players and the crowd making a commotion, 24 he said, “Go away, for 
the girl is not dead but sleeping.” And they laughed at him. 25 But when the crowd had been 
put outside, he went in and took her by the hand, and the girl got up. 26 And the report of this 
spread through all of that district.

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The RITE of CONFIRMATION 
The congregation is asked to join the confirmands in the profession of faith. 

Do you believe in God the Father?

I believe in Jesus Christ, God’s only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by the Holy 
Spirit, born of the virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, 
and was buried; he descended into hell.  On the third day he rose again; he 
ascended into heaven, he is seated at the right hand of the Father, and he will come 
to judge the living and the dead.   

Do you believe in God the Holy Spirit? 
I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic church, the communion of saints, the 
forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting. Amen.
